
Make an appointment directly through Community Spay/
Neuter Clinic (CSN) by calling (916) 368-7314 between
 7am-filled, Monday. Do not leave a voicemail, as CSN is
unable to return calls. Appointments must be made
through CSN and cannot be made through the shelter.

New appointments will be offered on a first-come,  first
served basis. Appointments will be scheduled for Tuesdays,
Wednesdays, and Thursdays. There is a limit of two cats per
person per month.

All cats must be picked up the same day. On the day of the
appointment, drop-off is at 7:30am and pick-up is at 4pm
at CSN. CSN is located at 3839 Bradshaw Rd, Sacramento,
to the left of the shelter's animal admission doors. Cats
must be dropped off at CSN and cannot be dropped off for
appointments at the animal shelter.

We are unable to accommodate walk-ins. Trappers must
be available all day by phone the day of the appointment. 
In the event CSN cannot reach you, medical decisions 
will be determined by the CSN veterinary medicine team.
